The College has established the following requirements for membership. 
The candidate must:

• Be a member in good standing of APTI and have been a member in
good standing for at least five years; 

• Have contributed in a significant way to the advancement of the field
of preservation technology; 

• Have contributed in a significant way to the success of a chapter or
conferences, training and education activities, publications and/or the
administration of APTI; and

• Affirm a willingness to work with others for the development and
promotion of the College and of APTI. 

Nominations may be submitted by the APTI Board or by the board of an APTI
chapter or by five APTI members. 

Nominations applications shall consist of six hard copies of each of the
following:

• A cover letter indicating the nominating organization or the names of 
the five APTI members making the nomination; 

• A two page letter from the nominator describing how the candidate’s
specific accomplishments have contributed to the field of preservation
technology and what notable work of the candidate has advanced the
activities of APTI; 

• Four one- to two- page letters of support by APTI members, if
possible focusing on different aspects of the candidate’s achievements; 

• Current curriculum vitae of the candidate;

“Traditional Building Magazine” and “Period Homes Magazine” launched
the Palladio Awards program in 2000. The program is designed to honor
outstanding achievements in traditional design. Eligible projects include
covered bridge repair, preservation, restoration, or reconstruction completed
between 1998-2003. Nominations are due by March 21, 2003.

John G. Waite Associates,
Architects, PLLC recently
received a 2002 Award of
Merit from the Eastern New
York Chapter of the American
Institute of Architects for the
restoration of the 1861-1881
Tweed Courthouse in New
York City. This monumental
building encompasses thirty
grand courtrooms and a five-
story rotunda in its 177,500
square feet of space. The
project is one of the largest
public building restorations
undertaken in New York City.
The building is listed on the
National Register of Historic
Places, was named a National
Historic Landmark (1976), 
and has been designated by
the New York City Landmarks
Preservation Commission
(1984) for both its exterior 
and interior. The restoration
work involved preserving the
original spatial configuration
of the building while in-
corporating modern building
systems and meeting current
code requirements. Working
under the direction of the 
New York City Economic
Development Corporation,
John G. Waite Associates,
Architects completed the
restoration of the building 
in 2002.

Palladio Award Competition for Covered
Bridge Restoration Projects

National Timber Bridge Award goes 
to the Tohickon Aqueduct Project

The 2002 National Timber Bridge Award was awarded to the Tohickon
Aqueduct, which received First Place in the category of “Rehabilitation of an
Existing Bridge.” The award was given by the Program Sponsors — a group 
of industry organizations and government agencies who promote wood uses 
in transportation, which includes:

• APA — The Engineered Wood Association;
• American Institute of Timber Construction;
• USDA Forest Service — Wood in Transportation Program;
• US Federal Highway Administration;
• American Wood Preservers Institute; and
• Roads and Bridges Magazine.

The National  Timber Bridge Award 2002 is the third recognition for the
Tohickon Aqueduct. The Tohickon Aqueduct project was selected as one of
ten finalists in Pennsylvania for the prestigious Transportation and Historic
Preservation Awards 2002 by the US Federal Highway Administration. The
Tohickon Aqueduct also received the Franklin Wood Excellence in Design
Award 2002 from the Bucks County, Pennsylvania American Institute of
Architects and Bucks County Chamber of Commerce. Congratulations to the
Tohickon Aqueduct Project design team, the project partners, and all others
involved in the project.  
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Robert Silman Associates, PC,
of New York City is a finalist in
the 37th annual Engineering
Excellence Awards competition
held by the American Council 
of Engineering Companies
(ACEC) for its role in pre-
serving Frank Lloyd Wright’s
historic Fallingwater house in
Mill Run, Pennsylvania. The
project is among 162 engineer-
ing projects from across the
nation being recognized by
ACEC as preeminent
engineering achievements for
2003. Judging of the projects
took place in early February 
by a distinguished panel of
engineers and architects, along
with representatives from
government, media, and
academia. Criteria for awards
include uniqueness and
originality, technical, social 
and economic value, complexity,
and success of the projects in
meeting goals.

While Fallingwater has been
deemed one of Wright’s greatest
creations, structural problems
related to its original design and
construction had weakened the
main cantilever structure that
keeps the house perched atop 
a stream. The project team
designed a program of repairs
that included adding post-
tensioning tendons connected to
the main cantilever beams, with
each beam receiving 390 tons of
prestressing force. This solution,
often used in new construction,
has rarely been applied to
historic structures. Along with
strengthening the house and 
its support system, the strategy
has halted cracking of walls 
and surfaces.

The Association for Preservation Technology International (APTI)
established the Lee Nelson Award to recognize outstanding and influential

publications in the field of preservation technology. The Lee Nelson Award is
conferred every three years, with the next award to be made in the year 2003.
The recipient will be invited to present a lecture at the conference and will have
excerpts from their publication, or a review of it, published in APTI’s peer-
reviewed journal, the APT Bulletin. A framed certificate, and complimentary
registration fees for the conference at which the award will be presented, are
also part of the award.

What publications are eligible for the Lee Nelson Award? 
The jury will consider book-length authored works published in English or
French, or available in English translation, which expands the knowledge
base for heritage preservation practice. Eligible works are those which
explore the history and development of technology and materials used in
historic buildings, sites, landscapes and artifacts, or which explore the
application of technology to their maintenance, conservation and protection.
Works published during the 2000, 2001 and 2002 calendar years are eligible
for the 2003 Award.

Publications will be evaluated against the following criteria:

• Contribution to expanding scholarship in, and influence on, the broad
field of preservation technology; 

• Quality and originality of research, or application of knowledge;
• Quality of documentation and referencing (bibliographies, footnotes,

glossaries and indexing);
• Transferability to preservation practice or projects;
• Clarity and readability of style and content; and
• Quality and value of drawings and illustrations.

Nominations 
Nominations will be accepted until March 15, 2003 from the publisher, 
the author, anyone associated with the work, or from enthusiastic readers.
Nominations must be received in the form of a letter or an electronic 
message and must include the following: 

• Name of publication and number of pages;
• Name(s) of author(s);
• Name and address of publisher;
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The Lee Nelson Award 

This triennial award recognizes influential publications 
in the field of preservation technology.

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Building Codes and Historic
Rehabilitation Conference

For historic buildings, achieving code compliance 
is often perceived as one of the most formidable

challenges to any rehabilitation project. It doesn’t have
to be. Innovative treatments and technologies and the
increasing adoption of rehabilitation codes present fresh
opportunities for building owners, architects, consultants
and local officials. New codes, innovative materials and
other planning and technical resources facilitate life
safety goals, while accommodating treatments that
preserve buildings and enliven communities.

On March 13-14, 2003, the National Park Service,
International Code Council, National Fire Protection
Association, and the Association for Preservation
Technology will host the first national conference in
twenty-five years addressing code compliance and
historic preservation. Entitled “Building Codes and
Historic Rehabilitation,” the conference will introduce
model rehabilitation and existing building codes that are
in place or under development. It will offer both
administrative and technical solutions for working
within current codes, as well as provide an opportunity
to learn new skills and exchange experiences in this
rapidly developing field.

Getting the Dirt on Adobe

Adobe and lime plaster will be the topics of the
Heritage Conservation Network’s hands-on building
conservation workshop, concluding the 2003 series. 
The workshop, to be held October 5-11, 2003 in
Mesilla, New Mexico, is part of HCN’s continuing
effort to provide technical assistance to preservation
projects while offering an opportunity for students,
conservators and other interested parties to learn
specialized building conservation techniques.

Workshop participants will help restore a nineteenth
century adobe home within Mesilla’s historic core.
“The workshop presents an excellent opportunity 
for people to learn the hows and whys of adobe and
lime plaster conservation issues and gain valuable
experience working with the material. As with all 
our workshops, we anticipate that participants will 
be able to take what they’ve learned and apply it -
either on a professional level or a personal one - to
projects of their own”, says Jamie Donahoe, HCN’s
Operations Director.

An on-site conservation expert will guide and teach
participants through the week-long project; hence
participants need only an interest in preservation and a
willingness to learn while they work. Pat Taylor, a long-
time advocate of adobe conservation using traditional
techniques and a native of Mesilla, will lead the
workshop. Instruction will be in English and Spanish.

The cost of the workshop is US$ 875, which includes
lodging, breakfast and lunch, insurance, and workshop
materials.

Montreal’s Built Heritage at Risk

The Montreal newspaper The Gazette recently 
published a series of three articles examining the 
state of Montreal’s heritage architecture, penned 
by journalist Linda Gyulai (www.canada.com 
and atlgyulai@thegazette.southam.ca). The articles
highlight the lack of protection for heritage buildings,
while a heritage policy and an urban plan are being
developed by the city. Lack of funding for
preservation and the current building boom are

increasing the pressures to demolish neglected
heritage buildings. Dinu Bumbaru, program co-
ordinator for Héritage Montréal and the newly elected
secretary-general of the International Council on
Monuments and Sites, says that the city needs to set
up a monitoring system for heritage sites to ensure
heritage buildings don’t fall into disrepair. He also
suggests that the province set up a trust to care for
heritage at risk while reuse projects are sought. Some
private groups and their members are proving that
reuse can work, as they are giving their heritage
properties a new lease on life, and demonstrating that
preservation often starts with a caring owner. For
more information, visit the Website of Héritage
Montréal at www.heritagemontreal.qc.ca.

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Quinque Fellows Program: Invitation to Apply

The Quinque Fellows Program offers skilled practitioners and practicing conservation/preservation
professionals a unique opportunity to undertake a six to eight week fellowship under the supervision 

and guidance of counterparts in their field. The applicants must be based and working in either Scotland or 
the United States. The core of each fellowship program is structured around the observation of, and where
appropriate, hands-on involvement with preservation works in progress. This is complemented by placements
with, and visits to, related organizations and may be supplemented by attending seminars, conferences and 
other formal training events.

Applications for the 2004 fellowships are invited from practitioners and professionals with a minimum of five 
to ten years proven experience in the following broadly defined categories:

• Architectural conservation/preservation;
• Historic parks, gardens and landscapes;
• Objects conservation including, but not limited to, gilding, furniture, textiles, ceramics, stained glass,

structural paintings, and paper;
• Management of historic sites and restoration projects; and
• Traditional craft techniques including, but not limited to, joinery, metalwork, and stonework

This innovative scheme was developed collaboratively by Quinque Foundation, a US-based charity whose mission
includes the conservation and enhancement of natural and built heritage, and Historic Scotland, an agency of the
Scottish Executive charged with responsibility for safeguarding Scotland’s archaeological and built heritage and
promoting its understanding and enjoyment.

Fellowships are funded entirely by Quinque Foundation. However, individuals must be able to identify a non-profit
organization within their home country willing to serve as the sponsor organization for the fellowship. The sponsor
organization may be the individual’s current employer. The sponsor organization will serve as the fiscal agent of the
fellowship grant and be responsible for disbursing funds to the Fellow.

Up to a maximum of 16 fellowships will be offered to Americans and Scots. Deadline for submission of
applications is April 15, 2003. Applicants will be notified of a final decision by June 30, 2003. Program guidelines
and an application are available at www.quinquefoundation.org.

GRANTS
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On October 5th, 2002, twenty APT DC members
visited some newly acquired farmsteads by the

National Park Service at the Antietam National
Battlefield in Maryland. The pre-civil war cornfields
and speckled farm communities form a vernacular
cultural landscape that preceded the Civil War battle 
of 1862.

Brien Poffenberger of Historic Restoration Specialists,
and Paula Reed, a preservation consultant, walked 
the group through attics and cellars of four farmhouses
including summer kitchens, springhouses, bake-ovens,
and various outbuildings. Included in this tour was 
the Poffenberger Farm that had belonged to Brien’s
ancestors. This and many of the buildings toured were
peg-frame construction of either Swiss or German
origin, built of hand-hewed lumber and circular-sawn
lumber, log, stone, and masonry.

One newly acquired house was the eighteenth century
Roulette Farm and the outbuildings surrounding the
main farmhouse including a bake-oven over existing
coal storage, a springhouse, and a garage/icehouse.  
A second toured house was the Dr Miller Farm, 
which had German puncheon flooring and dated back
to the 1780s. The tour ended at the Sherrick House, 
a nineteenth century brick building currently
undergoing restoration.

The Homes of Downtown Historic
Shepherdstown, WV

On Sunday, October 6th, the group of APT DC
members continued the tour in Shepherdstown, 
West Virginia. They began their visit at the Historic
Shepherdstown Museum, located in the former Entler
Hotel. The docent, together with Cynthia Schott
Cook, Administrator of Historic Shepherdstown,
guided the group through the building. The hotel was
saved from demolition in 1972 and through the work
of volunteers has undergone several restoration and
renovation projects. The museum has a wonderful

series of photo albums documenting the restoration.
Highlights from the walking tour of town included the
miniature houses built early in the twentieth century
by a professor of children’s behavior at Shepherdstown
College; the reconstruction of Rumsey’s steam boat;
and the buildings on the West German Street.

Following the tour, the group adjourned at the 1790
home of architect and long time APT DC member,
David Kemnitzer. David and his family have been
undertaking the renovation of the brick house. In
addition to the house, the property is remarkable for
the series of back buildings, including a kitchen, a
smokehouse, and an outhouse. One of the in-progress
projects during our visit was the re-landscaping of the
rear yard; another, the uncovering of original wood
grained doors. The APT DC group thanks the
Kemnitzers and all who opened their doors.

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Now that the New Year is upon us, it’s time to update
our technical libraries. The National Park Service

has updated and reissued several Preservation Briefs.
Preservation Brief 1: Assessing Cleaning and Water-
Repellent Treatments for Historic Masonry Buildings,
reprinted in 2000 and Preservation Brief 2: Repointing
Mortar Joints in Historic Masonry Buildings originally
published in 1980, and reissued in 1998.

The latest brief, entitled Preservation Briefs 42: The
Maintenance, Repair, and Replacement of Historic Cast
Stone was written by Richard Pieper and published in
2001. According to the Park Service, the publication
defines cast stone as a building material and provides 
a brief history of its manufacture and use. Causes for
deterioration are discussed, as are various methods of
repair. The use of cast stone as a substitute replacement
material for natural stone is discussed, as is the
replication and replacement of historic cast stone.

Preservation Briefs are available online at
www2.cr.nps.gov/tps/briefs/presbhom.htm. The 
briefs and many other technical publications are
available through the United States Government
Printing Office (GPO), which can be accessed 
through www.bookstore.gpo.gov/.

Free Bibliographic Database
Now Accessible

CIN Bibliographic Database now accessible for free.
An invaluable source for information is the Bibliographic
Database of the Conservation Information Network
(BCIN) that provides access to over 190,000
bibliographic citations for conservation literature. In
May 2002, BCIN was made available free of charge
on the CIN Website, hosted by CHIN. The database
interface, re-designed in 2002, includes both a simple
and advanced search, and the ability to refine
searches, among other features. The database can 
be found at www.bcin.ca.

BCIN includes citations from the Art and Archaeology
Technical Abstracts (prior to 1998), technical reports,
conference proceedings, journal articles, books and
audiovisual and unpublished materials. The database
also includes previously unavailable material from
private sources, as well as new information gathered 
by a worldwide network of contributors.

Most of the data in BCIN are recorded in English;
however, subject key words are provided in both
English and French. Titles remain in the language of
the original publication with an English translation
provided. The Getty Conservation Institute and
ICCROM first initiated BCIN, which was launched 
in 1987 as a subscription database, available through
the Canadian Heritage Information Network (CHIN).
